Take the JR Yamaguchi Line at Shin-Yamaguchi Station and get off at Yudaonsen Station.
Yamaguchi University is approximately 25 minutes walk from Yudaonsen Station.
Bocho-buses for Kencho-mae (through Hirakawa) are available from Shin-Yamaguchi
station. Get off buses at Yamaguchi-daigaku-mae bus stop.
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
