I hope everything is going well for you. Four years
have passed since I was appointed as the Director
of the International Student Center in April 2020.
That year was the first year of the pandemic and
no new international students were allowed to
enter Japan. Students who were already in Japan
had to have remote lectures and seminars. In
2022, the movement of students, both inbound and
outbound, gradually picked up, and last year, in
2023, the number of overseas students at YU
recovered to be over 400. In the second half of the
academic year of 2023, the YU Share House and
YU’s two international dormitories in Yoshida were

fully occupied again. Particularly in the YU Share

House, where three students share one
accommodation unit, students from various
countries, including Japanese students, are

enjoying the experience of living with students
from different cultures. In January 2024, a
friendship exchange party was hosted by the
International Student Center for the first time in
three years. Overseas students from Yoshida and
Ube campuses performed dances and music, and
shared a wonderful time with academic and
administrative staff, and Japanese students.

We also had many visitors from our partner
universities last year. Visitors came to YU from the
University of Udayana (Indonesia), Kasetsart
(Thailand), Shandong University
(China), Northern Arizona University (United

University
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States), UCL (United Kingdom), the University of
Nairobi (Kenya), and Da-Yeh University (Taiwan)
to mention just some of them. At the same time,
Yamaguchi University’s activities abroad were
resumed. Alumni reunions were organized in
Kuala Lumpur (Malaysia) in August, and in Bali
(Indonesia) in September. Our alumni enjoyed
talking with their old friends and telling stories
about when they had been students at Y U. Some
of the alumni were meeting each other for the first
time since their graduation twenty years ago.
When they were talking with their old friends, they
looked as if they had returned to their student
days. Current students of the hosting university
and the children of some alumni were also in
attendance. I hope those young people may come to
study at Yamaguchi University someday. The
reunions were truly enjoyable and heart-warming
events. I would like, once more, to express my
gratitude to all alumni who took part.

In addition to resuming its regular activities as
outlined above, the International Student Center
has also started a new program which is mainly
targeted at exchange students who come from an

consists of courses taught in English offered by the

English-language background. program
Faculty of Global and Science Studies and some
introductory courses offered by the Faculties of
Economics, Humanities, Education and the Joint
Faculty of Veterinary Medicine. A course for
experiencing Japanese culture is also included. The
Faculty of Science does not offer any courses in
English, but offers English language support if a
student has an appropriate background in natural
sciences. Exchange students used to have difficulty
attending standard faculty courses due to the
language barrier. With this new program, YU is
