Dear current and former Yamaguchi University
students, I hope you are doing well. I'm Yuri Ishii,
the Director of the International Student Center.

Five years have passed since then since I was
appointed as the Director of the Center in April
2020. The number of international students has
now exceeded 400, and it has almost recovered to
its pre-Corona state. On the other hand, the
number of students studying abroad from Japan
has not recovered to pre-Corona levels, perhaps
due to the depreciation of the yen. I would like
young people to get out of Japan at least once and
see a foreign country, so I hope that the number will
increase in fiscal 2025.

Various activities in which both international
and Japanese students participate have also
returned. At the study abroad fair in November
last year, exchange students introduced their
universities, and many Japanese students enjoyed
their presentations. At the social gathering for
international students in December, international
students created a program with Japanese
students and performed songs and dances. Seeing
the smiles on the faces of the participants, I
realized that learning through such interactions
with people is something important that can only
be obtained by coming to Japan.

Following on from Malaysia and Indonesia in

2023, we were able to hold an alumni reunion in
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Thailand last year. Dr. Noppon of Kasetsart
University, who himself had studied at Yamaguchi
University, coordinated the event, and alumni from
all over Thailand gathered for a friendly meeting.

In recent years, the number of international
students from Africa has increased. The Joint
Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine has been
selected for a special program for the priority
placement of African doctoral students. The Joint
Faculty of Veterinary  Medicine invited
undergraduate students from the University of
Nairobi to run a two-week practical training as
part of the Ministry of Education and Science’s
project to strengthen university's ability to expand
globally. There has also been a slight increase in
the number of African students in other graduate
schools. Our relationship with the University of
Nairobi has developed into a university-level MOU,
which has also allowed us to send undergraduate
students from the Faculty of Medicine and Health
Science and the Faculty of Global and Science
Studies to Kenya for a short period of time.

In April 2025, a new master's program, the
Graduate School of Humanities and Social Sciences
will start. We believe that this will make it easier
for international students in these fields to move
on from the master's program to the doctoral
program at the Graduate School of East Asian

SP'ED (Summer Program for Innovative
Engineering Design), an international engineering
education program, was held on the campus of the
Faculty of Engineering, Yamaguchi University,
from August 19 to 26, 2024. A total of 111 students

and 26 faculty members from 10 universities in
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Japan, China, and Korea gathered to devise
innovative ideas and create prototypes based on
this year's theme, “Smart Solutions for Super-
Aging Society. The students sought solutions to
real-world problems by coming up with innovative
ideas and producing prototypes based on this year's
theme, “Smart Solutions for Super-Aging Society.
Even before the start of the face-to-face program,
each team was discussing their ideas online, and
during the face-to-face sessions during the
program, they repeatedly tried to give shape to
their ideas through trial-and-error and improved
the perfection of their ideas.

Next year, SP'ED2025 will be held at Jiangsu
University in China. It is expected that students
will continue to demonstrate growth through

international cooperation.
