My Student Life: “My Second Home”

I entered the School ol Engineering at Yamaguchi
University in Qctober of 1989 as a Japancse govern-
ment sponsored international student. In May of the
following vear, my wile accompanied me in Japan,
which then started my international student life with
my family. In the engineering department at that time,
including family members, there were about 50
people from countries such as China, Malaysia, South
Korea, Indoncsia, Bangladesh, and Argentina. In order
for these students and families to adjust to life in
Japan quickly, the engineering department’s interna-
tional student commitiee and Tokiwa FEngineering
Commitiee would hold an international student gather-
ing once a month. Upper senior international students
would share their stories of their experiences and
introduce Japanese culiure and customs, and many
people from the community and other professors
would also join, making it a wonderful place for
the city of Ube and

Tokiwa Engineering Commillee helped all interna-

international exchange. Also,

tional students receive national health insurance by
paying the fees incurred on the students. The city of
Ube also made it possible for international students to
move into City housing. In Ubc, there were many
generous  volunteers that would interact with the
international students and would do things such as
invite us to their homes on new years to have osechi
(new vears dishes) and teach us about hatsumoude
(visiting the shrinc at new years). My family and I
were also invited by different families to our first
three new vear days. We also had a group called
“konnnichi-wa” which met once a month and would
hold events such as Japanese speech contests, spring
yakiniku bar-b-ques, autumn mandarine orange pick-
ings and Ube city resident soccer games which helped
the international students and volunteers become close
friends. At the Ube festival in August of 1991, with
the help of Mr. and Mrs, Okubo, Mr. and Mis.
Miyano, Mr. and Mrs. Nagayama, and Mr. Abe and
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so on, the Chinese international students were able to
open up a stand that sold Chinese boiled dumplings,
which got great appraisc from people, was able to
recieve about 230,000 Yens worth of sales. The
money was donated to the Chinese LEmbassy to help
for flood relief in the Anhui region. In August of
1992, my daughter was born, and many people were
very helpful and generous to my nervous wife during
this time and I am greatly appreciative to them. In
the five and half vears [ was at Yamaguchi
University, [ not only studied, but I was able to have
many valuable experiences in my life and make many
new friends. It was a really great international student
life. T would like to someday, take my children and
introduce them to the many kind people I met in
Ube, and as my second home, it will forever be

engraved deep within my heart.

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Research on Carbon Fiber Reinforced
Plastics (CFRP) Creep Property

In recent years, the era of high cost encrgy is coming
closer with the exhaustion of petroleum energy
resources which sustains the world’s devclopment.
Because of this, from the perspective of saving
resources and energy in every industrial field, the
need for reducing, higher efficiency and miniaturiza-
tion and so on arc becoming higher, and the demands
for efficient matcrials are becoming scvers. [n order
to meet these demands, the application of CFRP as a
material is growing yearly.

Lately, there have been reports that without CFRP,
the body of an aircraft itself cannot be completed.
However, a defect in the fibers array occurs when
parts of the CFRP are enlarged. There is a need to
grasp the effect of the defect to the CFRP’s mechani-
cal properly. Up to now, this research has created a
test picce of defected fiber array and tested the machi
ne's characteristic using a tensile test.  Morcover,
based on the shear lag theory, a shear lag model was
produced about the inclination position of the defect
from the fiber axis and its effect on the fiber stress
distribution was studied. From here on, 1 am testing
the effect 1o the creep property of the test sample and
furthering tests on 80 to 150 degree Celsius high

temperature effects to the creep property.
