The Royal Archive on campus & The Golden Jubilee Medical Center
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The Wellness Village
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During the second and third days, we visited the Royal Archive
on campus, the Golden Jubilee Medical Center, and the Wellness
Village. The participants learned about the history of Mahidol
University and had the opportunity to compare the current state of
healthcare in their home countries with that in Thailand, discussing
the advantages of each.
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During our tour of the Golden Jubilee Medical Center,
we learned about traditional Thai medicine, including
herbal saunas, acupuncture, and other forms of Chinese
medicine. | was surprised to discover that this kind of
traditional medicine is used as an official treatment
method in Thailand. Additionally, at the RXV Wellness
Village, we explored the facility, which featured relaxing
areas such as a sauna, hot springs, massage services,
and a gym. The facility was truly fulfilling. The scent of
herbs filled the air, and | felt both physically and mentally
healed.

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Group discussions
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| was part of the Infants and Children group,
where we shared information about each
country’s health policies and medical systems
and prepared for the final presentation. This
experience allowed me to learn about systems
that do not exist in Japan, and | gained
valuable new knowledge. | found the technical
English terms and medical terminology quite
challenging, which made communication
difficult at times. However, the other students
in my group explained things to me in simple
English. With their help, along with the use
of images and translation, | was able to
collaborate effectively to prepare for the
presentation.

The participants were divided into five groups, each with one or
two members from each university. They discussed issues related
to the topic "Precision Health: Wellness Health Care in Improving
the Health of a Population." Each group focused on a different age
group (pregnancy, infants and children, adolescents, adults, and
older adults). They shared information on the healthcare situation,
distinctive systems, and issues in each country and compiled this
information into slides for the final day's presentations.
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As part of a group activity, students from
universities in Thailand, Hong Kong, and Japan
discussed health issues and potential solutions
in each country. | learned that while other
countries face similar problems as Japan,
such as bullying and truancy, the solutions
vary significantly based on cultural diffeneces.
By exchanging opinions with friends of my
age with diverse backgrounds, | was able
to develop a solution that incorporated the
unique characteristics of each culoture. This
experience was invaluable and something |
could not have achieved in Japan.
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On the final day, the participants visited the Grand
Palace and the historic site of Wat Pho in central Bangkok.
They experienced a genuine sense of Thai history and
culture. The students were amazed by the stunning artistic
buildings and thoroughly enjoyed the tour alongside their
new friends from other countries.
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On the morning of the final day, we visited a group of temples
in Bangkok. The beautifully decorated temples were a sight,
unlike those in Japanese temples. While discussing the temples
in both Japan and Thailand with other students, | was surprised
to find some similarities between the two countries. We also
bought Thai pants as souvenirs, tried coconut water together,
and enjoyed sightseeing to the fullest.
