They should have acquired a degree equivalent to a master’s or should have studied for more than 2 years on a doctoral
course without a course division composed of two-year and three-year courses and should have received more than 30
credits and instruction of research. Further, their current research accomplishments should be authorized by the JVY;
they should also be certified by the University as applicants having higher qualifications than those who have
completed courses in medical, dental, or veterinary schools.

They should have been devoted to research in universities or institutes for more than 2 years after having graduated
from a university or college (excluding medical, dental, and veterinary schools) or should have completed 16 years of
educational courses at a foreign school. Further, they should be authorized with accomplishments in the present
research by the JVY as applicants having qualifications higher than those who have completed courses in a medical,
dental, or veterinary school.

Applicants who intend to apply in accordance with qualifications 1)-(7),(8),(9)and 2) must undergo before application an
individual evaluation of their scientific abilities in relation to the requirements for admission, as described in section
10.

Application form: The application form issued by the JVY should be used, and it should be filled out in

Curriculum vitae: The form issued by the JVY should be used, and it should be filled out completely.
A copy of the degree certificate regarding the completion of the final school course or a master’s course
should be provided.  * TAdmission Requirements 1) (6)] should also attach a copy of the degree.
Academic transcript: A copy of the official transcript of the latest degree certified by the president or dean of
the last school from which the applicant graduated should be attached.
Photograph: Two identical photographs taken within the last three months before the application should be
provided for the designated sections of the application form and the admission card.

The section of the order
form to be filled out by the recipient must be left blank.
Copy of the graduation thesis: A copy of the graduation thesis or the master’s degree thesis along with a
summary of about 1,200 words should be submitted. A4-sized paper should be used, and the cover issued
by the JVY should be attached to the summary. In the case of an applicant whose application qualification
falls under 2, the “Research results”’ submitted for authorization of the applicants will be substituted.
Preferred research outline: The applicant should explain his/her preferences, reasons, and research plans
with regard to the school. (Attach the cover issued by the JVY along with the statement paper.)
Employment letter if applicable: If the applicant is working for a public office or company, a letter of
permission written by the head at the place of employment should be submitted. (The form issued by the
JVY should be used.)
Certificate of registration as a foreigner: Foreign applicants should submit a copy of their “RESIDENCE
CARD” issued by the Immigration Bureau of Japan.
Proof of funds for a copy of the application to the Japanese government to cover expenses: Applicable to
foreign students who have obtained a Japanese government scholarship.
Mailing label: The form issued by the JVY should be used, and it should be filled out.

Applicants will be selected on a competitive basis. The admission of an applicant will be determined on the basis
of his/her written and oral test scores and academic record.

However, foreign students may be selected on the basis of their application documents and need not take the
written or oral tests in Japan.

1) Examination of Academic Subjects
(1) Written examination:
Foreign language: English
Note 1. Stedman’s medical dictionary and an English-Japanese dictionary will be provided by the
administration office.
Note 2. Foreign students can choose between Japanese and English essays.

(2) Oral examination:

The oral test will concern the student’s recent research contents (graduation thesis, master’s degree, research
results, case reports, or a substitute) and the statement of his/her study plan in the JVY. The oral presentation
and the questions and discussions will each take 10 minutes. (Please bring your own PC, and use the LCD
projector to give a presentation.)
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2) Admission of foreign students based on their application documents

Those who are unable to come to Japan at the time of the entrance examination may be selected on the basis of

their application documents.

Note 1. Those who wish to undergo the abovementioned selection procedure without taking the examinations

are required to have sufficient consultations with the major supervisor under whom they will study and

for supervisor confirmation before the time of application.

Note 2. In addition to application documents, please submit recommendation letters written by two academic

advisors or heads at the place of employment, and preferred supervisor.

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< Qutline of the Doctoral Course of the JVY >

1. Objective
The JVY contributes to the development and furthering of international level veterinary education through

promoting world-class advanced veterinary research, training, and advanced veterinary education, and produces
researchers with high standards in terms of bioethics and research ethics. This results in veterinary

professionals with academic knowledge and research capabilities as advanced veterinary experts to undertake
veterinary tasks in regional and international society, thereby contributing to the development of human society.
Under the educational philosophy above, we aim to contribute to the development of a rich human society by
producing not only next-generation veterinary educators and researchers but also advanced veterinary
professionals with high levels of knowledge, skills, and practical abilities as advanced veterinary experts.

2. Diploma Policy

The Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi University aims to cultivate the next generation
of veterinary educators and researchers, while also developing leading veterinary professionals equipped with
the knowledge, skills, and practical abilities of advanced veterinary specialists and individuals who can
contribute to the development of a prosperous human and global society. In order to achieve this, the following
Diploma Policy of the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine has been established based on the Diploma
Policy of Yamaguchi University. The degree of Doctor of Veterinary Medicine is awarded to students who have
met these requirements and passed the dissertation defense and final examination.

Students will be able to communicate practically to engage in international research environments in the field
of veterinary science and veterinary medicine [DP2].

[3] Autonomy, Collaboration, and Implementation Skills

1. Based on a scientific understanding of life, logical thinking, and a high sense of bioethics and research ethics,
students will be able to address or solve various issues surrounding veterinary science as researchers or
advanced specialists, with their own awareness of problems [DP3-1].

2. Students will be able to play active roles in society with a high level of leadership [DP3-2].

3. Characteristics of our education program
At the JVY, two education courses are offered to produce professional veterinary researchers or specialized
veterinarians:
1) Veterinary Science Course
Produce advanced veterinary researchers who lead next-generation global level veterinary education and
research.
2) Veterinary Specialist Course
Produce leading professional veterinarian with a certified license as an advanced clinician, pathologist, and
experimental animal veterinarian.

4. Curriculum policy
The Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi University has established the following policies
regarding curriculum, educational content, educational methods, and evaluation of learning outcomes in order
for students to fulfill the Diploma Policy.

The curriculum for the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine consists of Core Curriculum Elements
(Non-specialized Subjects, Specialized Subjects, Advanced Practical-Skill Subjects, and Special Professional
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Subjects) and Elective Elements (Researcher Training Subjects).

"Non-specialized Subjects" aim to develop highly skilled researchers and proficient veterinary specialists by
providing students with a broad and advanced veterinary knowledge beyond their specific field of study through
lectures offered by faculty members from both universities [DP1].

"Specialized Subjects" aim to enhance the knowledge and competencies of veterinary specialists who can work
internationally by developing research ethics, codes of conduct, intellectual property management skills, and
specialized English proficiency [DP2, DP3-1].

"Advanced Practical-Skill Subjects" aim to develop practical communication and presentation skills to engage in
international research environments in the field of veterinary science and veterinary medicine, as outlined in
the Diploma Policy [DP2].

"Special Professional Subjects" aim to develop the ability to address or solve various issues surrounding
veterinary science as advanced specialists by comprehensively practicing the knowledge, techniques, and
practical skills specified in specialist certification systems, veterinarian certification systems, and professional
association membership qualifications established by veterinary academic organizations [DP3-1].

"Researcher Training Subjects" aim to provide students with advanced specialized knowledge and techniques
necessary for promoting research in their focused area of study [DP3-1].

In the first three years, students engage in Special Lectures, Special Exercises, and Special Experiments across
various subjects, cultivating doctoral-level expertise and acquiring cutting-edge scientific technologies in
veterinary medicine, thus fostering their development as social leaders [DP1, DP3-2].

In the fourth year, students prepare their doctoral dissertation based on their research findings. Through
mentorship emphasizing scientific comprehension of life and logical thinking, we aim to nurture researchers or
advanced specialists who can identify problems on their own and address or solve various issues surrounding
veterinary science [DP3-1].

2. Educational Methods

To cultivate the abilities outlined in the Diploma Policy, we will conduct educational activities using methods
appropriate to the purpose and objectives of each subject.

We will introduce active learning to promote students' independent learning, and conduct inquiry-based,
problem-solving, and practical education.

Classes will be conducted in in-person and interactive media formats or using video-on-demand and E-learning
systems.

We will use lecture-style classes as the primary method for solidifying knowledge. Knowledge application and
skills will be taught through seminars and experiments, while generic skills will be cultivated through practical
activities such as discussions, group work, and presentations.

Individualized research guidance in small groups will be provided to enhance the abilities developed through
each subject.

3. Evaluation of Learning Outcomes

Each subject will clearly define educational and learning objectives along with evaluation criteria. Learning
outcomes will be strictly evaluated based on examinations and reports.

The overall learning outcomes for the four-year program will be comprehensively evaluated through the number
of credits earned by the fourth year, in addition to the "doctoral dissertation."

It is our policy to evaluate the doctoral dissertation in accordance with the dissertation review standards
established by the Graduate School.

5. Requirement for Graduation
Students are required to complete at least 30 credits in the curriculum of the Graduate School, receive
necessary research guidance, pass the examination of the doctoral thesis and pass the oral or written
examination on the contents of the dissertation and the field of specialties. A qualification of Doctorate of
Veterinary Medicine is awarded to the students passing the final examination. In addition, out of the
aforementioned 30 credits or more, 10 credits or more shall be for courses offered by faculty members of
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Kagoshima University.
6. Degree

For those who completed the course of this graduate course, a doctoral degree (veterinary science) by
Yamaguchi University and Kagoshima University is awarded.
