Yamaguchi University is a principal university in the region with 10
faculties, 1 school, 7 graduate schools, and a student body of over
10,000.

With the goal of spreading peace and prosperity through its role as a center for learning and research
in the region, Yamaguchi University has continued to evolve. When all national universities were incorporated in 2004, it became the
National University Corporation, Yamaguchi University.

B Research Institute for Time Studies (2000)

The Research Institute for Time Studies (RITS) aims to study time and
related phenomena from various points of view, with a goal of initiating
a new interdisciplinary research field, “Time Studies”. In order to
cover a wide range of time studies, we have concurrent staff members
and visiting professors participating in the activities of the institute in
addition to the full-time faculty members of RITS. Research seminars
of various fields are regularly held and the results are published on
journals. RITS also publish books such as “An Introduction to Time
Studies” and “Construction of Time Studies” aiming at systematization
of time studies. Academic symposiums and open lectures for the public
to promote the time studies are also held every year.

B Research Institute for Cell Design Medical

Science (2023

The Research Institute for Cell Design Medical Science (RICeD)
aims to become an international research and development center
that successively creates solutions for next-generation cell and gene
therapies through innovative cell design technologies, which are the
core strengths of Yamaguchi University. RICeD also aims to promote
the practical application of cutting-edge immunotherapy and genome
medicine based on our innovative technologies to develop treatments
for intractable diseases such as cancer and genetic diseases, and to
apply and verify these innovative therapies in companion animals. By
creating a virtuous cycle in which knowledge gained in humans and
companion animals is fed back to each other, RICeD will endeavor to
form a drug discovery ecosystem through the social implementation of
the created technologies, contribute to local communities and foster
human resources through the creation of industries, and extend the
healthy lifespan of both humans and companion animals.

BMUniversity Library (2004)

The University Library provides a wide range books, journals, electronic
resources, and other materials in order to support education and
research activities at the university. It also works to develop and
enhance learning environments. The General Library, Medical Library,
and Tokiwa Library all have active learning spaces.

To achieve the goal of being “a forum for wisdom”, and to play an
important role as an academic information provider to the local
community, the University Library makes information available online,
and holds exhibitions, among other services.

B Organization for Education and
Student Affairs

Office for Teaching and Learning Management (2020)
The Office for Teaching and Learning Management carries out planning,
execution, evaluation, and improvement to enrich and further develop
the quality of education provided to our students. The center also
inspects and assesses policies for admissions, curriculums, and diplomas.
It works to collect and release a comprehensive view of information
regarding teaching and learning outcomes, as well as improve education
through faculty and staff development programs.

Admission Research Center (2001)

The Admission Research Center carries out investigational research
related overall to entrance examinations to improve admission
policies. The center also works on tasks related to the planning and
implementation of the entrance examination of Admissions Office. It is
working to publicize the university’s admission policies and help people
understand them, both within the university and without.

Center for the Promotion of Higher Education (2020)

The Center for the Promotion of Higher Education focuses on the
planning, execution, and organization required to provide and improve
the general education system which nurtures a base of knowledge for
all students in undergraduate courses. The center also works on class
improvement, student support, and operating alternative education
initiatives outside of the degree programs.
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Digital Transformation Training Promotion Office (2022)
The Digital Transformation Training Promotion Office plans and
manages training programs teaching innovation in digital technology
and data in undergraduate and recurrent education.

The office ensures that students graduate with the skills needed to adapt
and respond to the constantly evolving needs of society.

Student Support Center (2003)

Based on the philosophy of “support from the students’ perspective,”
the Student Support Center provides students with career and school
attendance support, psychological counseling, and study support
for students such as those with disabilities, as well as offers support
for extracurricular activities, support and guidance for student life.
In addition, it works to improve its service functions and enhance
extracurricular education and guidance for students.

Career Center (2024)

The Career Center was established by integrating the Career Support
Office, Career Path Design Promotion Office, and Regional Career Office
with the aim of improving the system providing cohesive support for
career development, from undergraduate to graduate studies (doctoral
students (second term doctoral program)). The center establishes
frameworks for university-wide career education and internships,
enhances employment assistance for diverse students and diverse career
paths, and supports career education and employment in partnership
with local communities. It implements initiatives that increase students’
career development potential.

Health Science Center (2024)

The Health Science Center was established to promote and maintain
the physical and mental health of students and staff, and carries out
professional duties related to supporting health. The center plays a
large role and is considered an essential organization through its active
implementation of health education and lectures.

International Student Center (2008)

The International Student Center is in charge of the acceptance of
overseas students and promoting study abroad for Yamaguchi University
students. The Center teaches Japanese language to international
students, as well as introducing them to life in Japan. The center also
conducts foreign language and cultural studies geared towards the local
students to encourage them to be active in the international community.

B Organization for Research Initiatives

Center for Collaboration and Promotion of Innovative
Research (CCPIR) (2020)

The Center for Collaboration and Promotion of Innovative Research
(CCPIR) under the Organaization of Yamaguchi University serves as
a general point of contact for industry cooperation with Yamaguchi
University and a base for creating innovation. This center aims are to
return the research results created at Yamaguchi University back to
society by collaborating with national and local governments, industries,
and others.

Our specific tasks, include application and deployment of research
results achieved in our university, responding to consultations from
companies, promoting cooperation between the researchers of our
university and companies or other institutions by using collaborative
research and academic guidance systems, supporting the national
government and municipalities in promoting their projects, giving advice
from an intellectual property perspective and serving as an information
hub for various institutions.

Advanced Science and Innovational Research Center (2014)
The Advanced Science and Innovational Research Center was established
in 2014, in order to drive forward the university’s unique and advantageous
research activities. This research center aspires to nurture sustainable,
highly developed research activities for the future. The Research Center
for Thermotolerant Microbial Resources (since 2014), The Research
Center for Regenerative and Cell Therapy (2016), The Center for Research
and Application of Satellite Remote Sensing (YUCRAS)(2016) and The
Yamaguchi University Biomedical Engineering Center (2019) and Center for
Plant Robustness Research and Innovation (since 2025) were recognized as
core research centers. These five core research centers operate with a goal
of developing into global research hub centers and creating future business
opportunities that originate from Yamaguchi University.
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From FY2021, we have begun designating research centers that are
expected to resolve local issues through industry-academia-government
collaboration as “the core Collaboration center by the top-down
decision.” Following this initiative, the “Cohort Research Center for
Promotion of Preventive Medicine” was newly designated in March
2022, followed by the “Center for Local Resilience” in March 2023, the
“International Research Center for One Welfare” in November 2024,
and most recently, the “Blue Energy center for SGE Technology” in April
2025.

The “Research Center for Regeneration and Cell Therapy” was
reorganized to establish the “Research Institute for Cell Design Medical
Science” newly on October 2023.

Intellectual Property Management and Education Center
(IPMEC) (2012)

The IPMEC proactively carries out a variety of activities under the
Yamaguchi University (YU) Intellectual Property Management Policy
which encourages YU’s contribution to society through the utilization of
results (intellectual property) of research activities at YU.

With regards to patenting of inventions, IPMEC strives for the creation
of strong patents by responding to researchers’ requests through
strengthening collaboration with YU’s industry-academia-government
cooperation University Research Administrators (URA). IPMEC takes the
initiative in utilizing intellectual property (IP) to contribute to society
by transferring IP to industries in cooperation with companies like
Yamaguchi Technology Licensing Organization, Ltd.

Furthermore, Yamaguchi University adopted compulsory IP
education into the common curriculum of the freshman course for
all departments including both the sciences and the humanities. In
addition,YU adopted compulsory IP education into graduate schools
while creating intermediate courses of intellectual property (elective)
that are connected with the university-wide compulsory IP education.
Utilization of IP requires that we foster personnel who have awareness
of intellectual property (who will respect others’ intellectual property
rights and know the value of their own intellectual properties).
Moreover, the Intellectual Property Management and Education Center
(IPMEC) has been certified as a base school for IP education (Joint
Usage Center for Education) from the Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT), and is engaged in activities
to disseminate IP education to universities and the like throughout the
country.

Science Research Center (2003)

Science Research Center, Institute of Instrumental
Analysis (2004)

The Institute of Instrumental Analysis possesses high-performance
apparatuses in a variety of studies. In addition, the institute contributes
to education and study as a place for academic communications for
researchers. X-ray Diffraction, Nuclear Magnetic Resonance (NMR),
Electron Probe Micro Analyzer (EPMA), X-ray Fluorescence (XRF),
Electron Microscopes, Laser Scanning Microscopy, and many other
technologies are used extensively.
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Science Research Center, Institute of Biomedical
Research and Education (2004)

The Institute of Biomedical Research and Education offers advanced
imaging systems and analytical instruments for biomedical research.
We also provide expertise in light and electron microscopy of cells
and tissues and support researchers from sample preparation to image
analysis through technical consultation and training.

Science Research Center, Institute of Life Science and
Medicine (2004)

The Institute of Life Science and Medicine was established to support
researchers dealing with laboratory animals. The institute maintains an
excellent environment for laboratory animals, and provides researchers
with technical knowledge on animal handling for reproducible results
and on animal protection. It is based in Kogushi campus, and is
operated in cooperation with other laboratories in Yamaguchi University.

Science Research Center, Center for Biomedical Model
Animal Research (CBA) (2025)

The Center for Biomedical Model Animal Research (CBA) is located in
the International Center of Veterinary Education and Research (iCOVER).
CBA was established in 2025 for communal use in veterinary medicine
and its associated scientific fields. The facilities consist of conventional
(CV) animal rooms, specific pathogen free (SPF) animal rooms and
containment animal rooms (animal biosafety level 2 and 3), where small
and middle-sized species are kept and supplied for experimentation.
The institute develops education programs to address the issues of
international standards of laboratory animal science. The facilities also
include various experimental equipment, allowing for advanced animal
experimentation. New animal experimentation has been started on
the basis of the laws and guidelines of animal care and experiments of
Yamaguchi University.

Science Research Center, Institute of Systems Biology
and Radioisotope Analysis (2010)

The Institute of Systems Biology and Radioisotope Analysis has facilities
for metabolomics and molecular biology research, including liquid
chromatography-mass spectrometry systems and radioisotope experimental
equipment.

Science Research Center, Institute of Radioisotope
Research and Education (2010)

The Institute of Radioisotope Research and Education is a shared use
educational and research facility for conducting experiments using
an unsealed radioisotopes. In the radiation controlled area, various
radionuclide (H-3, C-14, P-32, Cr-51 and I-125, etc.) and radiation
measuring instrument can be used. Before entering the radiation
controlled area, one must attend a lecture on the safe handling of
radioactive materials.

Science Research Center, Institute of Gene Research (2004)
The Institute of Gene Research was established to contribute to
education and research in Yamaguchi University and the surrounding
area, and provides technical supports and analytical machines for
education and research on genetical experiments and genetical
information analysis. Gene engineering is widely used in fields such as
medicine, agriculture, and engineering, and the institute functions as the
core facility of gene research in Yamaguchi University.

Science Research Center, Tokiwa Branch Office (2019)
The Tokiwa Branch Office was established in April 2019 with the
aim of promoting the shared use of research equipment as well as
supporting education and research in the Tokiwa area. In addition
to equipment operation by users themselves, advisors are present to
support equipment operation and perform measurements on behalf of
researchers. The branch office also provides education and training for
students.

B Center for Information and Communication
Technology Infrastructure (2025)

The Center for Information and Communication Technology Infrastructure
is responsible for establishing an infrastructural environment for
information distribution, storage, and dissemination from a university-wide
standpoint and thereby supporting the university initiatives from an ICT
perspective.

Housing the “Education and Research Division”, “Core Network Division”,
and “Cybersecurity Division”, the Center for Information and
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Communication Technology Infrastructure is developing the education and
research environment, on-campus information network, communication
tool environment, electronic authentication platform, and engaging in the
construction and support of various education and learning support systems,
primarily the Learning Management System (LMS), and related research and
development. The Center also advances the establishment and operation of
the Information Security Management System (ISMS) and strives to promote
information security measures and an information security culture.

B Archaeological Museum (1977)

Each of the five areas of Yamaguchi University are located on
archaeological sites. The main goal of the archaeological museum is
to protect and excavate these sites when underground construction
works are planned in the area. In addition, the museum uses artifacts
obtained from the campuses and other important archaeological sites
as academic and educational resources, publishes excavation reports,
holds exhibitions and provides information online through its homepage.
The museum’s mission is to be a center to create connections between
academics and the local community.

B University Evaluation Department (2006)

The University Evaluation Department conducts self-assessments of
the university and announces the results to the public. Specifically, the
department is responsible for the university self-assessment on overall
conditions of education and research, third-party evaluations such as
certified evaluations and accreditation, and the public announcement of
results.

BCommunity Future Center (2015)

The Community Future Center is a core organization that promotes
regional cooperation at Yamaguchi University. It builds networks with
the regional community and effectively utilizes the diverse resources of
Yamaguchi University with the aim of solving regional issues, building
and passing on regional knowledge, and contributing to the creation of
the regional community. At the center, we develop platforms for regional
promotion and collaborative projects with prefectural municipalities and
corporate organizations, as well as lifelong learning programs such as
lectures and classes open to the public.

BResearch Center for Yamaguchi
Studies (2015)

The Research Center for Yamaguchi Studies aims to promote research
on nature, culture, history, industry, tourism, product distribution,
education, and more in Yamaguchi Prefecture, and utilizes the research
results to contribute to the revitalization of local communities. The
center issues public calls for research projects and provides individual
support for each project that is selected.

B Center for Teacher Education (2016)

The Center for Teacher Education was established in October 2016 with
the goals of providing teacher education and improving the quality of
training for currently employed teachers. The center is working to build
a guidance system for the management of teacher training, while at the
same time strengthening collaboration within the university, and with
other education-related institutions.

The center is composed of three main sections. The Planning and
Development Section is responsible for developing and organizing the
teacher education curriculum. The Student Support Section manages
student teaching and carer training programs. It also supports students’
education and job searches throughout their time at the university.
Finally, both in-house training and teacher development through
collaboration with education-related institutions outside the university
are run by the Community Collaboration Section.

HDiversity Promotion Office (2017)

Yamaguchi University aims to realize a Diverse Campus, considering
diversity “a source of vitality.” Therefore, the Diversity Promotion
Office is committed to creating and improving learning and working
environments where each student, faculty, and staff can demonstrate
their individuality and skills to the greatest extent through respect
for their diversity, such as gender, age, disability, ethnicity, sexual
orientation and gender identity.
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B Center for Information and Data Science
Education (2020)

The Center for Information and Data Science Education was founded
to supervise, improve management structure, and establish systematic
leadership in data science education. The center works to nurture
students’ ability to analyze and use data, and employ mathematical
thinking, in hopes that they will go on to contribute to the development
of society and become problem-solvers in the world. It plans and carries
out data science education in undergraduate general education, and for
different specialties, as well as acting as a coordinator in areas such as
data science research, and community involvement.

B Research Facility Management Center (2021)
The Research Facility Management Center has been established
to manage fundamental and state-of-the-art research facilities and
equipment sharing system in Yamaguchi University.

By continuously executing scrap and build cycles for the shared
system in response to changing demands, it contributes to the efficient
development of the university’s research infrastructure, thereby
enhancing research capabilities.

B Office of Internal Audit (2014)

The Office of Internal Audit was established in FY2014 after having
been reorganized and expanded from the original Audit Office into
the Operations Audit & Guidance Office and the Financial Audit &
Guidance Office. The Office of Internal Audit provides advice and
recommendations based on examination and assessment of the
implementation of this university’s operational activities from the aspect
of legality and appropriateness.

B University Fund Office (2014)

Based on funds collected to commemorate the university’s 200th
anniversary, the Yamaguchi University Fund was established to bolster
the willingness of university students, the leaders of tomorrow, to take
up challenges, and provide economic support to enable them to study
with peace of mind. In the office,as an income source that ensures
a steady financial foundation for the university, we conduct fund-
raising activities to continue providing various assistance, including
scholarships and tuition assistance, as well as support for research
projects, academic/cultural exchange support, and community relations
support.

B Research Strategy office (2023)

On October 1, 2023, the Research Strategy Office was established to
plan and implement the university’s research strategies. The office
discusses the planning and formulating of research strategies to
strengthen the evidence-based management foundation, enhance
innovation creation functions, and promote interdisciplinary research
that leverages the university’s comprehensive knowledge.

BAdvanced Technology Institute (2021)

The Advanced Technology Institute was established as an organization
of highly skilled technical specialists that manages and administers
university-wide integrated human resources who are technical staff
engaged in education and research. It also helps to advance this
university’s research capabilities in specialized fields, including research
facilities and equipment.

The technical staff at the institute possesses the practical skills to
address a variety of issues and problems. It constantly strives to
improve and grow, and endeavors to contribute to the development of
this university’s education and research activities, as well as society.
Within the institute, the broad-minded creative staff gather and
analyze information, making a great efforts to improve the technical
skills necessary for providing innovative resolutions to ever-changing
technical issues.

BFaculty Affiliated Institutes

Center for Integrated Educational Research and Training (1997)
The Center for Integrated Educational Research and Training aims
to promote practical research and teacher training in collaboration
with local schools as well as affiliated schools in order to address
contemporary educational issues such as developing teachers’ capacity
for lifelong learning. The center’s main function is to support the
development of teacher training that encompasses both practice and
reflection, the use of information and communications technology
(utilization of ICT, GIGA school concept, etc.) in education, and the
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advancement of school clinical education. In addition, the center offers
seminars on improving teaching practices, gives research assistance
to local teachers on long-term in-service training, and promotes
collaborative action research studies with affiliated schools.

Clinical Psychology Service Center (2025)

The Clinical Psychology Service Center is a service facility that provides
clinical psychological therapy services to the community, focusing on
each individual’s needs and concerns,by way of clinical interview. The
center also functions as a research and training facility for graduate
students who are preparing to become certified clinical psychologists.

Institute of East Asian Economic Affairs (1933)

The Institute of East Asian Economic Affairs holds a vast collection of
materials on China, Korea, and East Asia that have been collected since
the founding of Yamaguchi Higher School of Commerce, the predecessor
of the Faculty of Economics in 1905. The collection is highly acclaimed
in the academic world, and is among the top in Japan.Today, many of
the materials are difficult to obtain, and there are researchers who travel
from far away to view the rare books in the collection. In addition, it
has made great contributions to the local community as well as to
international exchange, supporting international joint research with
researchers of China, Korea, and East Asian countries, hosting courses,
lectures and symposiums open to the public, and publishing “East Asian
Forum”.

The Museum of Commodity (1995)

The Museum of Commodity houses and displays a collection of products
from key industries in Japan, trade goods, and other valuable wares that
have been collected and used in classes and research since the time of
Yamaguchi Higher School of Commerce. The current building was built
in 1995 in the style of the old Yamaguchi Higher School of Commerce
building, and is not only used for the faculty’s education and research,
but also makes major contributions to the pursuit of lifelong learning as
a facility open to the public.

Center for Cosmic Radio Observation (2005)

Center for Cosmic Radio Observation was established for (1) the
efficient promotion of an observational research in radio astronomy,
(2) the maintenance and improvement of the observation system for
very long baseline interferometer (VLBI) in collaboration with other
universities and research institutes in Japan and East Asian region, and
(3) the contribution to the enrichment/development of an astronomical
research and education. The center promotes the observational research
aiming to reveal the process of star birth and the physics in the extreme
objects such as black holes, neutron stars by using Yamaguchi 32m and
34m radio telescopes.

Geological Engineer Education Center (2022)

The center supports geological engineering education through JABEE
(Japan Accreditation Board for Engineering Education) and CPD
(Continuing Professional Development) programs. The advancement of
geological engineers enhances the safety and well-being of people, while
also contributing the local economy by increasing the competitiveness
of georesearch companies. The center holds lectures for professional
engineers and advices to the JABEE-accredited educational programs.

Center for Medical Education (1999)

The center was established to provide a comprehensive grasp of
medical education and nurture clinical doctors and medical researchers
who possess technical knowledge, technical skill, and a rich sense
of humanity. The aim of the center is to contribute to the smooth
execution of innovation in medical education, and it plays a role as a
network and think tank for medical education. Our center plays a role
as Institutional Research (IR) of medical education in cooperation with
Career Development Center which takes charge of postgraduate medical
education.
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Al Systems Medicine Research and Training Center (2018)
The center has been established as part of a graduate school of
medicine and the university hospital, with the aim of practically
introducing Artificial Intelligence (AI) and systems biology technologies
into basic and clinical medicine (healthcare). In parallel with data-driven
approaches using Al, it also incorporates model-driven approaches
based on systems biology to deepen the systematic understanding of life
functions. Furthermore, the center is advancing the practical application
of technologies developed here by implementing them in the medical
information systems of the university hospital. In terms of education,
efforts are being made to cultivate information-oriented physicians
capable of applying Al and other data science technologies in medicine
and healthcare.

Center for Nursing Practice and Professional Education (2024)
The center aims to enhance the quality of nursing care. It comprises
the Nursing Practice Education Division, which provides continuing
education to support professional development and career advancement
for nursing personnel, and the Nursing Research Support Division, which
offers comprehensive assistance throughout the research process, from
proposal development to implementation and dissemination of results.
In addition, the Center collaborates with local governments and other
organizations to plan and deliver educational programs for nursing
students and related trainees. Through these initiatives, it seeks
to improve the overall quality of nursing professionals capable of
responding to societal demands.

Hydrogen Translational Medical Research Center (2026)
The center serves as a comprehensive platform, bridging the gap
between basic research, clinical application, industrialization, and social
implementation. Our goal is to bring the medical potential of hydrogen
to the front lines of healthcare, positioning ourselves as a domestic
leader and a global hub for research and implementation in the field of
hydrogen medicine.

Center for Design and Product Innovation (2003)

The center develops and implements educational curricula and
materials for "Innovation Engineering," which fosters Kansei (including
aesthetics, ergonomics, and human interfaces), creativity, originality,
and problem-solving skills through design and manufacturing, as
well as for a new field of "Design Engineering" that integrates and
coordinates conventional engineering education with design education.
Through these activities, the Center contributes to the exploration and
advancement of new dimensions in engineering education.

Engineering Education Research Center (2005)

The center collects and analyzes information useful for pioneering
educational practices related to English, mathematics and engineering
education necessary for engineering students in this era of globalization,
and proposes and implements measures to improve education. In
addition to strengthening language education, supporting students to
be sent abroad, and administering the Engineering Mathematics Test,
the Center manages the Engineering & Informatics Salon at the Yoshida
Campus to provide life care and study support for first-year Engineering
and Informatics students.

Education and Research Center for Infrastructure
Management (2017)

Efficient operation and maintenance of infrastructures play a crucial
role in keeping our society safe, secure, and vibrant. The fundamental
philosophy of this center is to contribute to the local community
through infrastructure management. The center promotes, (1) Research
and development of efficient inspection and life-extension techniques
for infrastructure, (2) Research and development of management
technologies for efficient operation, and (3) Education of the
maintenance engineers essential for a secure society. Furthermore, the
center collaborates with the local governments and industries to ensure
public safety and foster the growth of new local industries.

Museum for Ore Mineral (2011)

The museum was built as part of the 70th anniversary commemorative
program for the Faculty of Engineering, and mainly exhibits 20,000
specimens of precious ore (Sugaki Ore Collection) belonging to the
Faculty of Engineering for academic purposes. This museum is open
to the public as a place to learn about the history of the faculty and
think about future knowledge-building. It also widely shares the fruits of
research both overseas and in Japan.
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Interscholastic Cooperative Education Research Institute

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A% (Integrated Pathology and Diagnosis Laboratory :
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Experimental Farm (1952)

The Faculty of Agriculture’s Experimental Farm established in the main
campus is an undertaking rarely found in Japan that has approx. 30 ha
of land consisting of paddy fields, cultivated fields, orchards, a livestock
barn, grazing land, a natural forest, and water reservoirs. The rich
socio-ecological landscape is also home to an abundance of wildlife.
The Sugeuchi-branch farm primarily has paddy fields and is used for
research and production of cereals and root crops. The farm serves as
an education and research facility where students can learn principles
and theories of agriculture in western Japan. The farm supports not
only educational and research activities for professors and students in
the Faculty of Africulture and related faculties, but also is extensively
engaged in community-based cooperative activities.

Animal Medical Center (2012)

The Animal Medical Center is a veterinary teaching hospital required for
veterinary education and regulated by the Standards for Establishment
of Universities, Article 39. The fundamental philosophy of the center
is to contribute to animal and human welfare. The center aims to
foster students as professional veterinarians with a sense of ethics and
professional knowledge, to carry out advanced research for veterinary
medicine, and to function as one of the main advanced veterinary
medicine hospitals in west Japan.

International Center of Veterinary Education and
Research : iCOVER (2014)

The center was established for the implementation of state-of-the-art
standards of veterinary medicine. The center aims to practice veterinary
education at international standards, and to promote research by
strengthening the interaction between basic, applied, and clinical
research. It also implements the ethical management program for
laboratory animals.

Center of Experimental Animals: CEA (2022)

The center was established to support researchers dealing with laboratory
animals at Yamaguchi University. This center maintains an excellent
environment for laboratory animals and provides researchers with
technical knowledge on animal handling for reproducible results and
on animal welfare. This center is based on the Yoshida campus and is
operated in cooperation with other laboratories at Yamaguchi University.

Integrated Pathology and Diagnosis Laboratory: iPaDL (2017)
The iPaDL (Integrated Pathology and Diagnosis Laboratory) was
established as an animal pathology dissection facility with the aim
of enhancing and developing education and research, as well as
contributing to the local community through pathological dissections
and the diagnosis of various infectious diseases.This facility accept a
wide range of samples such as companion animals, large animals, and
exotic animals and contribute to various fields of veterinary medicine. In
addition, iPaDL is designed for the purpose of offering high educational
program in accordance with international standards by improving the
learning opportunity of participatory autopsy for students.

MOT Asia Innovation Center (AIC) (2015)

The center aims to contribute to the development of foundational
infrastructure, including the design of educational programs for
cultivating innovation-oriented human resources who will play active
roles primarily in Asia, particularly in ASEAN, through collaboration
with leading business schools across the region. To this end, the Center
seeks to develop and accumulate knowledge related to innovation
management through educational and research that reflect the realities
of innovation in Asia, thereby promoting the advancement of research
and education in technology and innovation management within the
region.
